The checking account statement balance is $142,422.01, earned $5.99 in August, with deposits of $37,763.20, and a $581.31 withdrawal (check #1075).

The register balance is $142,347.01 with the interest, deposit and debit; with one check long outstanding (#1044 for $75.00 user refund).
