The town is waiting for funding for a biodiversity study. Deb said that timing of the study is
crucial due to seasonal changes in wildlife activity.

e Stanclift Cove — An arborist’s plan called for cutting 38 trees — these trees have been cut.
Next step is cabling and limbing. Also planned is a cleanup of debris by volunteers. All to
be completed by opening day. The Stanclift Cove Commission has asked the BCC to
recommend species of trees to plant that will offer shade.

e Earth Day Fair — Ginny Apple said plans are moving along, with 20 or 22 tables planned. It
would be good to have a BCC table (perhaps next to an FRCC table). Ginny Apple made a
motion to use the remaining BCC funds for fiscal year 2015; Mike Beauchene seconded,;
approved with Scott Johnstone abstaining.
