Chairman John Greaser called the meeting to order at 56:30PM.  Bianca Beland was seated for Linda Ganem.
First Selectman Don Stein described the latest progress on bringing the water and sewer lines to Barkhamsted.  The Interlocal Agreement is being reviewed and updated by the Town Attorney.  David Batiista from Lenard Engineering is studying the peak flows at the pump station at Lombard Ford, the pump station at Mallory Brook and the pump station for the potential new housing at the Mallory Brook Farm and the flows at the top for Northwestern Regional No. 7.  After the study is done then Don Stein will meet with Winsted Sewer authority and representatives from NWR#7.  No water line will be done at this time.  That still has to go down Old New Hartford Road.
The owner of the Mallory Brook Plaza will pay for the sewers and share the costs with Lombard Ford and Jeff Scott, who owns Mallory Brook Farms.  The Town of Barkhamsted will be responsible for the maintenance of the pipes and pumps in Barkhamsted.  The cost for the maintenance agreements with the pump manufacturer are minimal.
MOTION Mr. Nelson made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:00 pm, seconded by Mr. Tooker and unanimously approved.
