A. WALSH, GEORGE AND ELISE, APPLICANT/OWNER, 13 WOODRIDGE DR.  APPLICATION FOR TIMBER HARVEST
No one was present for the applicant, so IWEO, Debbie Brydon presented the application.  Mel harder is the Forester in charge of this harvest.  The permit is complete and he will be going out to bid on this 57.3 acre piece of property.  The harvest will not begin until there are ideal conditions in 2019.  Tom Nelson questioned whether the timber harvest was going off property on the skid road located on the map.  (Debbie has since talked with Mel Harder and they are not using that skid road.  It was just shown on the map.)  there will be two stream crossings and all BMP’s will be followed.  Nelson made a motion to grant the permit, as presented, seconded by Tooker and unanimously approved with the following conditions:
1.  Activity should follow 2002 Sedimentation and Erosion Guidelines.
2.  Inland/Wetlands Enforcement Officer to be notified one week prior to construction in writing, and weekly during construction;
3.  All equipment used shall be equipped with spill kits.
