MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

APPLICATION FOR SITE PLAN APPROVAL 

 

Staff advised the commission that she had received a letter from the applicant asking for 

an extension for one month to obtain FVHD approval for second well and septic and 

obtain approval from the Inland/Wetlands Commission.

Application for Special 

Exception for fence over six feet”,  seconded by Neumann-Lynes and unanimously 

approved.

Application for Special Exception for fence over six feet 

 

Applicant was not present due to a neighbor war with the brother, and will not be at the 

public hearing.  Three quarters of the fence has already been installed.  The height varies 

from 6’ 4” to 6’ 2” and there will be caps on each post over 6 feet.  Hart made a motion to 

accept the application and set for Public Hearing for December 8, 2016 at 7:00 pm, 

seconded by Polderman and unanimously approved.
