A.  Barry, Ronald, applicant/owner, 13 Goose Green Road.  Application for 

Special Exception for an accessory apartment

garage to add an accessory apartment.  He has received FVHD approval and the

B.  Town of Barkhamsted, applicant/owner, 65 Ripley Hill Road.  

Application for Special Exception for an 8’ fence around solar equipment 

  

Staff presented the application for an 8’ fence to be installed around the solar panel 

electrical equipment at the school. 

 

Sharon Neumann-Lynes made a motion to accept the application and set for a Public 

Hearing for July 14, 2016, seconded by Hart and approved.  Al Neumann recused himself
