Martin Marola and Allan Borghesi presented the site plan to the commission.  The 

property is a total of 23, plus acres.  The Tru-Hitch, Inc. business is located on the 

property and they manufacture trailer systems for the military.  The business is growing 

and Mr. Marola is proposing to build a 6500 square foot building to house a crane system 

to load and service the trailers inside.   The site plan was reviewed by the commission.

Chairman Lavieri asked each board member to take a section of the Plan and review for 

grammar and content, as well as reviewing the same pertinent section in the old Plan to 

see if there was anything that should remain in the  2017 Plan.  Each board member was 

assigned their section.  Debbie will work on getting the maps and pictures from Natalia. 

 

The review process should be completed by September 1st.  The draft Plans will then be 

distributed to the other commissions, as well as Town Planner, Martin Connor.  The Plan 

should be ready to go to Public Hearing by February of 2017.
