Public Comment:

Chairman O’Connor explained that this is a special permit and
size of the building is not part of this permit.

Brian Tripp stated he has a lot of questions some of which have already been asked. He
also wants to know about parking because Multifamily indicates more than 1 vehicle. He
feels there will be more questions depending on what is proposed to be built.

Brian Tripp — parking issues will there be a garage — multi family more than 1 vehicle - have
had parking issues on prospect street in the past. Lot of questions and issues depending
on whatis going to be built.

Garrett Deutermann is also looking for information. He also stated that the area is fairly
recognized as a historic district. The neighborhood aesthetic is single family house and
should be taking into consideration.

There were no other comments.
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Chairman O’Connor explained the process. This is an application to have a multifamily on a
piece of property. Multifamily equates to more than 1 family. This falls under a special
permit. A ruling will likely be made at the next Planning and Zoning meeting and if it is
approved then the details will need to be hashed out with building plans etc.

Mr. Jacquier moved to close the public hearing. Mr. Schneider seconded the motion.
Motion carried.
