WHEREAS, the Northwest Connecticut Regional Food Hub (NWCT Food Hub), working directly with area farmers to meet growing demand for local, sustainable food has collaborated with EdAdvance as part of school meals; 

WHEREAS, the towns of the Northwest Hills Council of Governments (NHCOG) which includes the Town of Winchester, in collaboration with EdAdvance, proposes to develop and implement a Regional Produce Processing Center to expand the Farm-to-School program to serve residents in the 21 municipalities of the NWCOG; and,
