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Regular Meeting – December 18, 2017
Minutes
1. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Candy Perez called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Other Selectmen in attendance were Melissa Bird, Jack Bourque, Candace Bouchard, Linda Groppo, and Steven Sedlack.  Absent (Excused) was Selectman Todd Arcelaschi.  Also in attendance was Town Manager Robert Geiger.

2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
The Pledge was recited by all in attendance.

3. AGENDA REVIEW
No changes were made to the agenda

4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A motion by Sel. Bird, seconded by Sel. Groppo to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting of December 4, 2017 was approved unanimously.

5. PUBLIC HEARING/SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS
Fire Marshall Steve Williams announced results of the Fire Safety Poster Contest and presented awards to winners Kate Hudak, Grade 4 – St. Anthony School and Aurelie Buchanon, Grade 5 – St. Anthony School.  There were 24 entries in the town and Kate’s and Aurelie’s posters will be entered in the county level contest. 

Board of Education Chairman Douglas Pfenninger and Superintendent of Schools Melony Brady-Shanley addressed the board during a periodic update of the state of the schools.  They reviewed a wide-ranging number of curricular, programmatic and financial topics and entertained questions from the board.

Director of Public Works James Rollins addressed the board about projects completed, currently underway or planned in the near future.  He identified needs in the department and noted the importance of consistency in budgeting.

6. TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT
Town Manager Geiger reviewed events and projects planned or underway in the town over the two-week period.
